The following are instructions for making a Windows 95 shortcut icon for WipeOut. These procedures
are not guaranteed to allow the program run properly under Windows 95 on all machines. If you do
experience problems running the game with the shortcut icon then exit Windows 95 and run the game
directly from DOS.

Note: Unless otherwise stated all references to mouse button usage refers to the left mouse button.

I MAKING THE SHORTCUT ICON

Click on the My Computericon.
Click on the [D:] drive icon or the drive the CD-ROM is in.
Put the cursor on the WIPEGAME.EXE file icon, click the right mouse button and hold it down.

Then drag the file icon out onto the desktop and release the right mouse button, this will bring up a
menu.

Highlight Create Shortcut(s) Hereand click the mouse button once.
Now you have a shortcut icon on your desktop for the program.

Type in WipeOut or anything else you would like and press <ENTER>.

You have now changed the program name for the icon.
